One of the great and significant differences
between a credit union and other financial
institutions is that credit unions are member-
owned and the Board of Directors are elected
by, and from, the general membership. Each
year at least three of the nine member board
terms expire and require an election at the

annual membership meeting. These board members volunteer
their time, talent, and energies to help move the credit union 
forward in a safe and productive manner.

As Directors, board members are responsible for providing 
direction to the credit union. They are expected to attend monthly
board meetings, committee/task force meetings, strategic planning
sessions, etc. throughout the year. Board members are expected to
stay current and in-tune with trends and new information available
about the industry by attending training seminars and conferences,
and by continuing their education via various means. They are
committed to seeing that the credit union maintains financial 
stability and that quality service is provided to the general member-
ship of North Star Community Credit Union. To be nominated for
election to the Board of Directors, candidates must be a primary
member in good standing and at least 18 years of age.

The next annual membership meeting is scheduled for Saturday,
March 1, 2008. At that time, attending credit union members will
take the opportunity to vote for the individuals they wish to see as
faithful members of the credit union's Board of Directors. If you
are interested in being considered for nomination, please 
contact myself, Laurie, or Kallie at (712) 225-5731 for more 
information. The nomination committee will interview all 
prospective candidates and address questions or concerns regarding
responsibilities and expectations. Please note that all board 
nomination applications must be completed by February 1, 2008.

savings product that allows you

North Star Community Credit Union is pleased to announce the 2008 High
School Scholarship. This scholarship has been established to encourage young
adults to further their education and to prepare themselves for future 
challenges, both inside and outside the credit union. The credit union will be
awarding a $1,000.00 scholarship and two $500.00 scholarships to 
graduating seniors.

The high school scholarship is open to any high school student, in Cherokee
and Ida County, or any of the adjoining counties, classified as a senior with a
projected graduation date of 2008. Entrants must have an account in their
name or the name of their parent or guardian and be a ªmember of good
standingº at the credit union. Entrants will be required to write an essay of
approximately 500 words on the topic, ªIf you were to plan a financial seminar
for your peers, specifically what would your agenda topics include and why do
you feel them worthwhile subject matter?º Entrants must also complete and
sign an official entry form.
